Allie—Conceptual Vocab: Excellent overview of the term. Always remember to cite your sources fully and completely! 
Emily—Excellent overview of the terms, good examples—especially your treatment of Mr. B. Always remember to cite your sources fully and completely!

Audrey—Good overview of “Domestic Novel,” but I’m concerned that you used a source that looks at American literature; excellent citation form! Note that Jane Austen’s name is not spelled “Austin.”

Jenn—Good overview of “Setting”; I like your use of the historical context to inform your understanding of setting, as well as the characters’ language. However, you seem to have omitted one of the most important things—location. In Pamela, there are two distinct settings in this regard, and they signify in very different ways. Always remember to cite your sources fully and completely.

Jess— Excellent overview of “Context,” a term that can be very difficult to pin down. Always remember, however, to cite your sources fully and completely!

Kristen—Good overview of “Realism”; I was concerned, however, to note that you used American literature as your reference, when this course takes up British literature. What kinds of examples would you use from the works we’ve read? What kinds of sources? Always remember to cite your sources fully and completely.
Tripp—Good overview of “Irony,” though I would have liked a bit more narrative on your part. How do you understand the term? What is it good for? Excellent example for structural irony, but do note that Austen is spelled “Austen,” not “Austin.” Always cite your sources fully and completely.

Ashley W.—Excellent overview of “Intrusive Narrator”; you’ve admirably connected the what to the why. Good example from Jane Eyre. Always remember to cite all your sources fully and completely, even those from the web!

Han—Excellent overview of “Narrator”; exhaustive, in fact! Do note that Austen is spelled “Austen,” not “Austin”—and when you’re citing, don’t cite the editor, unless it’s the editor’s words you’re using. Cite the thinker (Chatman, Burdan, etc.). 

Whitney K.—Nice overview of “Allusion”; good example from Jude the Obscure, though I’d like to know why Hardy may have used this particular allusion. Always remember to cite your sources fully and completely.

Justin—Good overview of the differences between plot and story; I wonder where Wikipedia came in, though, and why you didn’t cite the OED? What kinds of examples might you have used from the texts we’ve read? Always remember to cite your sources fully and completely.

Chris—Excellent overview of “Theme”; I love your innovative approach to the examples, using the three little pigs. Very accessible, conversational tone; do remember, though, to cite all your sources completely, even those from the web.
Bo—nice overview of these ideas; I especially like your example for “antagonist,” though I might like a little more precision. Why should we know about these terms? What about Mr. B? Or from Jude the Obscure? Always cite your sources completely, even those from the web.
Ashley C.—Good overview of “Motif,” and nice examples from Jane Eyre; you’ve also editorialized, a bit, which helps us understand why we should care about a literary term. Always cite your sources completely, though, even those from the web. 
Jenna—Nice overview of “Characterization.” I’d like to have seen more of a why and a how in your examples, though; characterization also works by association. St. John, in Jane Eyre, is associated with stone and marble; that’s part of his characterization. Always cite your sources completely, even those from the web.
Peter—Excellent overview of “Satire”; good job including the history of the term and indicating the why of it all. Good examples from our readings, though I would have liked a bit more about what those examples may have satirized. 

Kelly—Nice overview of this very diffuse idea! I would have liked a bit more concrete examples from out sources, though. What, precisely, contributes to Pamela’s tone? Always cite your outside sources completely, even those from the web.

Kara—Excellent overview of “style”; you’ve used a good example, too, but not from Dickinson’s novel… Always cite your outside sources completely, even those from the web.

Whitney D.—Excellent overview of “Irony,” though you’ve neglected the specifics of any examples! Always cite your outside sources completely, even those from the web.

Brightman—Excellent overview of “Imagery,” and your example from Great Expectations works well. Always remember to cite your outside sources completely, even those from the web.

Lindsey—Excellent overview of “Point of View,” and good examples from our readings. I also applaud your incorporation of the why—what good is attention to point of view? Always cite your outside sources completely, even those from the web.
