Look at the form of The Spectator 69, on the Royal exchange. Examine how Mr. Spectator proceeds from beginning to end. Does his focus change? How, and why?

In The Spectator essay on taste, how does Mr. Spectator define taste? Why does he think it is important for people (men) to cultivate taste? 

Why is Mr. Spectator interested in the “Indian Kings”? How does he imagine their account of London? That is, how does Mr. Spectator have the “Indian Kings” describe London? You might consider the way the essay is shaped—note how the focus of the essay changes from beginning to end.
